In two-vehicle fatal crashes involving a mature driver and a
younger driver, the mature driver’s vehicle was nearly twice as
likely to be the vehicle that was struck (58% and 35 %,
respectively)

The 19% increase in licensed mature drivers between 1997
to 2007 is higher than the overall national increase

In 2008, 8% of all injured people (183,000) were mature adults
